Realizing that prayer is the key to spiritual growth and building the Kingdom of God, both at home and abroad,
each local chapter is encouraged to organize groups for prayer and fasting on a regular basis.

Each local Wesleyan Women Chapter shall be entitled to the following representation at the district Wesleyan
Women convention: local Wesleyan Women director, local WKFM coordinator, women pastors, pastor's
spouse (when multiple staff exists, she may designate another ministry spouse to serve in her place), and at
least one elected delegate (7330:3). The number of delegates allowed will be based on Sunday moming
attendance as follows:

0-59 one delegate two
60 -125 delegates

126 and three delegates
above

Women's ministry groups without said directors may send two delegates (7365.2)

Thg local treasurer of each Wesleyan Woman Chapter and the WKFM treasurer shall close books by April
20" of each year.

Registration fees for the Annual WW Convention must reach the WW District Treasurer at least seven days
prior to the convention.

A list of voting members for the Annual District WW Convention is to be sent to the District WW Secretary
thirty days prior to the convention.

The District WW Treasurer shall be responsible for mailing a copy of the statistical report to the district
director and totals from the reports to the Prayer Ministries Coordinator and the Book Club Coordinator.

The nominating committee shall be appointed by the executive committee and consist of one member of the
executive committee and four members-at-large, representative of the entire district. They shall serve not serve
consecutive terms and will meet the third Saturday in March (or date by the District Superintendent's
Office). Expenses, including two (2) meals and cost of gas shall be paid from the district operating fund.
Ovemight lodging must be pre-approved by the executive committee. Reimbursement will only be made upon
presentation of valid receipts.

The expenses for the district executive officers to attend executive committee meetings and the annual
convention (including meals, travel, and lodging) shall be taken from the district operating fund. Mileage will
be paid at the district rate. Receipts must be presented for reimbursement.

The executive committee shall serve as the finance committee.

Each local chapter shall pay $5.00 per participant per year to the district operating fund (based on the average
attendance of all Wesleyan Women functions).

Each chapter shall contribute $10.00 per year for the cost of The Shenandoah Star.

The Eighth Annual Shenandoah District Wesleyan Women Convention was held on July
11, 2009 at Emmanuel Wesleyan Church.

Our praise and worship was beautifully directed by Rosie Parker from Martinsville,
Virginia. Psalm 98 was read. Pastor Irene Gordon from Jamaica was welcomed and
introduced to the convention body.

Our current Wesleyan Women Director, Lisa Shinn, called our convention to order and
reviewed the voting guidelines. The bar was set for the first seven rows. The working
agenda was reviewed and accepted as order for the day. The roll call ballots were passed
out by the tellers and completed.

Greetings were brought to us from Violet Long, our Southern Area Wesleyan Women
Representative. Violet shared with the convention about WILD (Women'’s Institute for
Leadership Development). This year the leadership conference will be held on October
16-18 in Myrtle Beach, South Carolina. She also shared the news of an upcoming
training opportunity called “Hands of Hope.” This is a comprehensive, Christian
curriculum designed to train current and future caregivers of human trafficking survivors
at Wesleyan World Headquarters, in Fishers, Indiana. Violet encouraged ladies to pray
for the leaders of our Wesleyan Women Organization.

Lisa Shinn introduced Rev. Greg and Becky Reynolds, District Superintendent and wife,
to the convention body. Pastor Reynolds brought greetings on behalf of the Wesleyan
Church Headquarters and the Shenandoah District. He thanked Lisa Shinn for her
leadership to the district Wesleyan Women. Pastor Reynolds shared when we work
together in women’s ministry we can get the job done more effectively. Reverend
Reynolds recognized Pastor Irene Gordon (Pastor of the Big Woods Wesleyan Church) in
Jamaica. He also recognized Scott and Rachel NcNeff, missionaries to the Czech
Republic. Pastor Reynolds shared for the district to continue supporting Rebecca Miller
in her work for Christ. Our District Superintendent encouraged everyone to support the
Talley Concert and Power Rallies. Becky Reynolds, brought greetings to the Wesleyan
Women convention body. She shared her passion for the ministry of the Discover The
Joy Ladies Retreat. It will be held in Williamsburg, Virginia on March 5-7, 2010. The
speaker will be Ashley Smith-Robinson (Atlanta hostage hero) and our worship leader
will be Lauren Tribble.

Our District Director Lisa Shinn shared her 2008-09 report. It was received with a great
deal of appreciation for her work on behalf of our district.

Pastor Reynolds set a goal to increase our honorary
membership to at least 200 in the coming year.

Recommendation 1 was brought before the Wesleyan Women Convention Body. The
recommendation was made for the District Wesleyan Women Officers to serve for a
period of 2 years. The results were 65 yes and 1 no. The recommendation was passed.

The results of the voting were 63 yes and 3
no.

Recommendation 4 was presented to the Wesleyan Women Convention Body. This
recommendation stated that the positions of Book Club Coordinator, Prayer Ministries
Coordinator and the Convention Committee Chairpersons be appointed on an annual
basis by the Executive Director. The results of the voting was 63 yes and 3 no.

The Shenandoah District Wesleyan Women Plan of Work for the 2009-2010 year was
reviewed. A motion to adopt and support was given to accept.

WESLEYAN YOUTH STANDING RULES

Honorary awards will be presented annually to the following:
a. The Outstanding Male and Female teen.
b. The Outstanding local WY group.

**Nominations for “Outstanding Teen” and “Local WY Group” are to be sent to the WY
presidentt two weeks prior to Youth Camp. All recipients will be selected by a committee
appointed by the district youth cabinet and announced during Youth Camp.

Each local church shall be asked to support the ministries of the District WY through a
minimum Fair Share Assessment based on the formula appearing below, with all such
funds used to underwrite WY promotions and programs.

26-49 40.00

The District WY Secretary, in cooperation with the District WY President and the
District Secretary, will review and approve all minutes before they are submitted for
publication in the District Conference Journal.

Annual written reports must be sent to the WY president two weeks prior to the WY
Convention by the president, treasurer, secretary, and program coordinators.

The mileage rate for District WY business will be $0.25 per mile. If an individual
chooses not to be reimbursed, a receipt for tax purposes may be issued.

The Resolutions Committee shall annually review the WY Standing Rules and report to
the WY Convention. The Resolutions Committee shall consist of three members elected
by the WY Convention, and the WY President, who shall serve as chairman. Resolutions
may be submitted from any local WY or Zone Executive Committee.

No two people from any one local church shall be allowed to serve on the District WY
cabinet except the church of the District WY President and the teen representatives.

In addition to these Standing Rules, the VA WY operates in accordance with the
Constitution of District Wesleyan Youth of The Wesleyan Church. (Discipline,
Appendix F, paragraphs 7550-7600)
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10.

Two male teens and two female teens shall be elected by the Virginia District youth
conference to serve on the Virginia District youth cabinet. Only one teen from a local
church shall be allowed to serve. A teen may not serve two consecutive years.

Financial scholarships will be given to two students attending Wesleyan
colleges/churches. Applications must be sent to the District Youth President no later than
two months prior to youth camp. Scholarships will be awarded on overall character and
will not be determined by gender, race, etc. Only graduating high school seniors who are
enrolling in college in the fall of the same calendar year will be allowed to apply for this
scholarship. Scholarships will be $200 each and will be issued in both the school's name
and the recipient's name.
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
